
The commercial shopping area of 

Boothbay Harbor is about 1 1/2 miles 

from the club.  Taxi service is available.  

The Town maintains a public landing on 

the west side of the Inner Harbor.      

Brochures and information about the   

region, businesses, churches, events 

and attractions are available at the front 

desk.  Medical and emergency facilities 

are available at St. Andrews Hospital, 

located 1/2 mile from the club on Route 

27. The hospital can also be reached by 

water at the  entrance to Mill Cove.  A 

Coast Guard station is on the opposite 

side of the club mooring field.

Lunch is served from 1130 hrs to 1400 hrs 

Tuesday through Saturday.  Dinner is 

served from 1800 hrs to 2030 hrs on the 

same days.  Sunday brunch is available 

from 1030  hrs to 1330 hrs.  Sunday     

supper is served from 1730 hrs to 1930 

hrs.  Sunday meal service alternates 

weekends so call ahead  for the schedule.  

Dress is yacht club casual. The club’s    

liquor license allows only alcoholic        

beverages purchased at the Club to be  

consumed on Club premises.  Credit cards 

and checks are accepted in the bar, the 

lounge and the dining room. 

 

 

Facilities and Services 

The clubhouse is open seven days a 

week.  Visiting yachtsmen are welcome 

to use the bar, the lounge and the dining 

room.  There are two showers; one in 

each  rest room.  A coin laundry is also 

available.   A dumpster  and recycling 

containers can be found in the parking 

lot.  Ice is available at the dock. 

 

Wireless internet is available in the  

Club and extends to the anchorage.    

Directions for connecting to wi-fi are 

available at the front desk.  Smoking is  

not permitted  anywhere on the property.  

Children under 12 years must wear 

PFDs while on the floats and launches.  

 

Waterfront 

Club Stewards are on the dock daily  from 

0800 hrs to 2000 hrs and can be reached 

on  VHF Ch 9.  A visiting vessel requesting 

a mooring is asked to report dockside to 

the Steward on duty.  Water and electricity 

are available at the dock. Dockside depth 

is 14 feet at low tide.  There are 20 guest 

moorings from 1500 to 3000 lbs available.  

Moorings are $35 per night  for vessels up 

to 60 feet.  Checks and credit cards are 

accepted.  Moorings  may be reserved in  

advance for up to a two week stay. The  

usage fee entitles visitors to use of the 

launch service, wi-fi, showers, laundry,  

tennis, bar and dining room.  Swimming 

from the floats is not permitted.
